At the outset, I personally convey my sincere thanks to Board members of Panchavati Rural Development Society (PRDS) who has associated on voluntary basis for the last 3 years to implement various activities of Panchavati society as it enable us to achieve a success ladder.

During the financial year 2009-2010 the society had implemented very successfully the National Environmental Awareness Campaigns (NEAC) 2009-10 under the support of Ministry of Environment & Forests, New Delhi through their Regional Resource Agency – Deccan Development Society, Hyderabad. The target was set out 50 Government schools in Rangareddy district & Hyderabad district. Out of the target 29 schools have provided clear permission to organize the NEAC programmes. Total 44 classes were conducted in 29 schools and total 2813 children got awareness on basic concepts on “Climate Change & its Security – Role of children”. The rank was awarded by the RRA-DDS for the programmes organized by PRDS was “Excellent.”  The complete report & schools covered and detailed programmes organized is enclosed herewith for your perusal.

Under the PRDS the activity running under the banner of Dharani Mahaila Credit Co-operative Sangham (DMCCS) was not provided any Micro Credit Loans to its members and all the transactions were settled since the members are  not interested to run the activity. As a alternative to support the programme “Have a good saree (Pattu saree) for Rural people” was implemented and more than 236 sarees were sold to rural people in different villages in Rangareddy district which has given us self sustained and supported to two employees. 

One of the skills training activity under the banner of Dharani International skills Training centre (DISTC) had completed it earlier MS office & e-teacher training batches  successfully with the support of management and volunteers.  Further, the free awareness class cum training classes conducted in ZP High school, Kothapet, R.R. District. The detailed report is enclosed herewith. 

During the year, the society had earned excess of income over expenditure Rs.9259/-. The audited Balance sheet as at 31-03-2010, Income & expenditure and Receipts and payments account and Assets schedule was enclosed and it is self explanatory. 
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At last the society had participated different workshops, training & Seminars during the year to understand the concepts on e-literacy, e-education and networking with other reputed NGOs / Consultancy agencies.  The administrative report and the organization profile was put up as a view for donors and supporters and was developed this year to have transparency and fare accountability norms as suggested Credibility Alliance, Mumbai. 

Hope the report and activities would give you insight to be associated with us on long term. I once again convey my sincere thanks to staff (part/full), well-wishers and advisors who are helped us to stand in front of NGO field.

ABOUT the  N.E.A.C. 2009-2010 PROJECT under PRDS:
The Society had applied a Project – National Environment Awareness Campaign  under the Ministry of Environment & Forests, New Delhi on the theme of “Climate Change” through their Regional Resource Agency - Deccan Development Society, Hyderabad in the month of August, 2009.  
The society is in confident to procure the project under NEAC.  Hence, the Awareness campaigns work initiation has been started to work with Children & Teachers of Government Schools in Hayathnagar Mandal, Ghatkesar Mandal, Uppal Mandal in Rangareddy District and Secunderabad Mandal in Hyderabad District.  The Society has appointed two Environment Education Teachers exclusively under NEAC Project in the month of August and commenced the work from 1st September, 2009 to impart the Awareness programmes in schools on Climate Change and allied Environment Topics. 
IMPLEMENTATION OF NEAC PROJECT :

The Society had approached to Zilla Parishad High Schools in 4 mandals in Rangareddy District and Hyderabad District and got 29 Schools permission letters from concerned Had Masters.  The date wise  Permission sanctioned schools list is appended to this report.  The total strength of children in 29 schools from VI to X class is 9159 children covering 4 mandals.

The Society has commenced the Awareness classes on 1) “ Plastic Carry Bags – Threats to Environment” 2) “Climate Change – Global Warming – Role of Children; 3) Imparted the Environmental Science Book for X class Syllabus. The Awareness Classes are conducted from 16-11-2009 to 31-3-2010. During the period 44 Awareness sessions have been conducted covering in 28 Schools in 4 mandals in Rangareddy & Hyderabad Districts. The abstract statement was prepared covering the information Date, Name of the School cum Village, target group class, Boys and Girls with Total participation, Topic taught, Duration with Time schedule and No. of  Teachers participated from each school.  14 Schools have been covered in total in Hayathnagar Mandal in Rangareddy District. Out of which, 2 schools have not provided the official permission letters. Irrespective of permission letters we had oral permission and conducted the Climate Change Awareness Classes.  6 Schools have been covered in Ghatkesar Mandal, out of 2 schools have not provided the permission letters.  In Uppal Mandal 3 schools have been covered and got permission letters.  In Secunderbad Mandal 5 schools have been covered out which One school have not provided permission.  In total 5 schools have not provided official permission letters but we got the oral permission for conducting the Awareness classes in respective schools.   
Further, it is not happen to conduct the Awareness Classes in 5 Schools i.e. Banda Ravirala, Edulabad, Pratapa Simgaram and Mallapur Z.P. High Schools in Rangareddy District and Lalapet in Secunderabad Mandal in Hyderabad District due to lack of co-ordination in setting the suitable time schedule according to their timings. 
NO. OF BENEFICIARIES OUT OF NEAC PROJECT :

Out of 44 NEAC Awareness Sessions total 2813 children and 42 Teachers have participated in the Programmes. Out of which 1382 are Boys and 1431 are Girls from VI to X classes. An Abstract statement of Climate Change – NEAC Prog. Covered Government schools statement was hosted in our website at www.panchavatisociety.org and it can be seen in detailed. 
PHOTOGRAPHY ON THE EVENTS :
Any event to justify the programme, normally it is in practice to have a photograph is an evident to that extent.  Since, the Schools are the class room based environment. Hence, it is not happen to even hang the Banner in proper position in some schools condensed mode  Hence, as it is not taken much photographs.  Where the large gathering in some schools are photographed and the same photos are enclosed for evidence. 

RESOURCE MATERIAL :
The Society had developed a PPT as Resource Material on “GLOBAL WARMING – THREAT TO HUMAN KIND”.  The developed material has been taught by our 2 Environment Education Teachers. In some of schools Sri A. Muralidhar, Secretary have been participated and explained through the laptop the importance of Climate change & Security and need of hour to act upon the matter. The PPT & resource material (taught scripts) could be seen under Resource Material button in our website www.panchavatisociety.org .
ACTION COMPONENT : The  Society  had initiated to develop the concept to Reduce and Reuse the Waste– It is an idea the generated waste in each House shall be segregated properly and utilized in proper manner and the same be handed over to Recycling Units in ethical manner to reproduce the waste into worth while products.. Hence, it is encouraged the Residential Welfare Associations to take in the movement of SEGREGATION from Household level.  We had an get-together meetings with Residential Apartment Welfare Associations in Kothapet, Mohan Nagar in Rangareddy District. After proper deliberation with them we Distributed 50 Nos. DUST BINS TO APARTMENT HOUSEWIVES on 31-03-2010 through Residential Welfare Associations in KOTHAPET, Mohan Nagar, Rangareddy District for proper Segregation and the Dry material could be handed over to Recycling Units..  
100% OWN MEAN CONTRIBUTION CONTRIBUTED TO NEAC PROGRAMME : The Society had incurred an expenditure a sum of Rs.26164/- from 01-09-2009 to 31-03-2010 under the National Environment Awareness Campaign programmes 2009-2010  as against the Grant-in-Aid of Rs.13,000/- sanctioned by Ministry of Environment & Forests, New Delhi through Regional Resource Agency – Deccan Development Society, Hyderabad.  The Society had contributed an amount of Rs.13,164/- which is an 100% equal amount of sanction money towards NEAC programme, as the society had committed for the cause and promoting the programmes much deeper to create an Awareness in the operational areas of the Society.

(WOMEN’S   EMPOWERMENT   PROJECT)

STATUS OF SANGHAM:

The Sangham i.e. DHARANI MAHILA  CREDIT  CO-OPERATIVE SANGHAM (DMCCS) has promoted as an Activity “Micro Credit Assistance – Women’s Empowerment - Women Development Sangham” a unit under the Management  of Panchavati Rural Development Society (PRDS). The project is exercising the ways and means how do  we develop the Women Development Bank with  nominal external support as a challenging, and  making efforts to retain & increase the members strength as well as Capacity Building on SHGs Empowerment for Self Sustainability.


SIMGAPUR  VILLAGE MEMBERS:

During the year 10 members in Group (1)& (2)  has developed internal misunderstandings and come to quit the sangham.  The PRDS made all efforts to resolve the issues and tried it all levels best to run the activity in smooth. But is not in a position to run the sangham such conflicts and decided to settled all the members group savings , share capital contributions and women development special savings amounts by taking their individual debts if any and adjusted their savings amount and settled the accounts on 23-11-2009.  Now the micro credit assistance for Income Generating activity dues Rs.12,585/- and Emergency Help to members amount Rs.240/- was recovered and outstanding balances are become Nil. Since the groups are dissolved the sangham activity, the other share capital contributions received from non-sangam members were also refunded. 

Self Generating as an Income for Sangham : HAVE A  GOOD SAREE FOR  RURAL  PEOPLE:  
At the outset, the society has offered the services to Sangham and non-sangham members Have a Good Pattu (silk) Saree Programme. The Sangham has started it once again during the financial year and extended the offer to non members in the villages also and sold total 236 sarees.  The total cost of 236 sarees was Rs.1,,88,500/-  and an amount of Rs.3,20,000/- was realized. Under the trade activity a sum of Rs.131500/- is gross profit. Out of which, the society has paid to  2 persons salaries a sum of Rs.120,000/- The net profit under the activity is Rs.11500/-.   The Stock-in-trade as on 31-3-2010 is Rs.11,500/- only. 

DMCCS- EMERGENCY HELP FUND:

An amount of Rs.6,194/- under the Emergency Help Fund is available with Sangham as on 1.4.09. The Fund was meant for utilization and supporting to Sanghm Members mostly for micro consumption loans @ Rs.300/- and Rs.500/- for short term periods i.e. 5-6 weeks period only. Since the sangham at simgapur village was dissolved and no active members in the sangham. Hence, the Emergency Help Funds are not utilized during the financial year. The amount could be utilized in further years.

DHARANI’S FREE e-LITERACY AWARENESS Class cum Trainings for Government High School Children at Kothapet, R.R. District:
On 05-04-2009 :
8th & 9th class exams preparation holidays were given to students. Hence, only 6 students of 8th (3 girls + 1 boy) and 9th class (2 boys) are participated. The class commenced at 10.00 a.m. In this session Mr. A. Muralidhar, secretary explained on the Mouse and its uses, abbreviations in computer, Difference of Hardware and Software, Desktop, different processors and capacity with manufacture company names. Further it is explained on i-cons and general usages of P.C. Then children were asked to write the computer words. Out of 6 students Mr. Naveen, 9th class student wrote 53 words. The spellings were explained to others. The class ended at 11.45 a.m. Students were requested that class would be postponed since exams are commencing from 7-4-09 onwards. However it is suggested to come and spare 1 hour only and the class would be conducted as usual on coming Sunday at the school premises itself.

On 12-04-2009 :Only one girl namely Kum. P. Srujana, 8th class student has participated to e-class on 12.04.09.  Hence, it is given an opportunity to her practical session on computer at PRDS office.  It is explained that how to open a computer and close the system, windows and desk top, Menus and explained about computer words. And allowed her a half an hour to practice the alphabet letters “asdf :lkj”. The class commenced at 10.10 a.m. and ended at 11.30 a.m.

Participated in a Course on Community Mobilization for Community Driven Rural Development programme:

The society have deputed Mr. Ravi Kumar, Project Assistant for 6 days course on “Community Mobilization for Community Driven Rural Developmetn Programme” held at National Institute of Rural Development, Rajendra Nagar, Hyderabad from October 26-31, 2009. The  Society have deputed Mr. Sarvottam Rao, B.Ed. Teacher who is working under National Environment Awareness Campaign programme for the one day dissemination meeting on “Youth in India: Situation and Need” held at Hotel Green Park, Begumpet, Hyderabad on 22-01-2010. The meeting was organized by International Institute for Population Sciences, Mumbai and Population Council, New Delhi.  In the meeting they have presented an executive summary in brief, finding on the situation of Youth in Andhra Pradesh, part of a sub-national study undertaken by the IIPS and PC as a project to collect information on key transitions experienced by Youth in India, including those related to education, work force participation, sexual activity, marriage, health and civic participation; the magnitude and patterns of young people’s sexual and reproductive practices be fore, within and outside of marriage as well as related knowledge, decision making and attitudes. Relevant material and CDs were provided. The information containing a comparison of six states i.e. Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand, Maharashtra, Rajashthan and Tamil Nadu on the above mentioned subjects.
