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The vision of the society is to provide “e-literacy for all”. To achieve the objective of e-literacy education during the year, the efforts are made to improve the strength and introduced new course i.e. Desk Top Publishing (DTP) and Photoshop  and mainly concentrated on e-literacy teachers training programmes.  Once the students completed these courses it is an idea to absorb them to our e-literacy cum training program as e-volunteers to work exclusively in rural villages. The efforts had given some results this year. 

During the current year in total 20 students joined in 3 different courses. They are DTP + Photoshop, MS Office package and e-Literacy teachers training classes. 14 students have completed their courses during the financial year as against 20 students. The six students courses are under progress which is being carrying in next financial year. Out of 14 students, the tests were conducted and grade was accorded. To impart training classes the society hired the man power on part time / full time on the need basis from time to time during the year.

In Z.P.H.S., Kothapet on       21-03-2009, it is explained to children that the e-literacy awareness campaigns and training classes for exclusively Government school children who are studying 8th  class students would be imparted on every Sunday at the premises of PRDS premises or within school premises. In this process the baseline survey data form is supplied to Boys and Girls who are willing to learn and interest in e-education.
